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Abstract. The problem of transferring nomads living and leading their economy in the conditions of mountainous
ecological systems (Gorny Altai) to a settled way of life urgency is determined both by fundamental changes in their socio-
economic life, and by the ideology formation on this basis. The study purpose owas to reflect the process of transition to settled
life of the autochthonous peoples of the Altai Mountains, its consequences, and to outline social technologies as a component
of the national policy of the state. The principles of system and process approaches were used as a methodological basis.
